Half June the students could find their exam results on the internet.  
From our 21 students, 19! passed. Even 3 students had a first ranking, 
14 were ranked as (good) second and 2 students had a 3rd ranking. 
The two students who failed had, due to a long illness, a very low at-
tendance. We would like to congratulate our courageous girls and 
boys with  this excellent result.  
Are we satisfied?  Of course not! We want more students with a first 
ranking. We observe a big correlation between attendance and re-
sults. Our kind of students are not always motivated by their illiterate 
parents to come to school. And most of them have jobs before or after 
school time. We want to do more in this respect. We  want to visit 
these parents more frequent. Most of them donôt come to school, even 
when invited. 
All students which had a first ranking were boys. We had expected 
that at least also 3 girls should get a first ranking. The cause? As in 
the West,  the girlsô performance in Maths  and Science are meager, 
with one exception who was with 78% in Maths higher then any boy. 
Also in this field we hope to do better.  
All 19 students continue their education in class 11 of schools in the neighborhood!
